If a player receives an incident report against them they will be contacted and told that they must submit a $50 cheque (made out to Durham Ultimate Club) at the next game. This cheque will only be cashed if the player receives another incident report against them. One member of the spirit committee will be in attendance at the next game to collect the cheque and watch the player. They will then report back to the committee. If the player is deemed unsafe or does not provide the cheque, the player will be removed from the league for one full year. Captains will be notified of all incident reports against any of their players.
