Report of the League Administrator
The Durham Ultimate Club went through considerable change this year with its incorporation as a not for profit corporation. The change was the result of a lot of off season work setting league rules and preparing documents such as the constitution and bylaws. The main benefits are that the league and its executive are protected with proper insurance and the league is more organized for the years to come. This was the first year that the league hired a part time league Administrator to run the leagues. Another first for this year was the establishment of a league executive.

All these changes resulted in a rise in cost for all players with the introduction of a membership fee of $30. Overall the transition to being incorporated went very smoothly. 

Registration was stream lined this year with individual players signing up online and the captains paying for their teams on the registration day. This year we had 35 teams sign up and enough individuals for 1 team. Overall we had over 550 players playing in the league this year. 

During registration players were asked to allow the league to submit their address information so that the city of Oshawa could determine how many fields we are entitled to for the following season. Unfortunately, over 100 people that live in Oshawa said no to this request and so our Oshawa residents were minimal. Based on our numbers we are entitled to 3 hours of time on Oshawa fields for next season. To put this into perspective, we used 20 hours last season. What this means is that if other clubs want our time slots they will get them. 
Summer League
We maintained the 4 Divisions this year and they seemed to work well once again. In the B, C and D Divisions we had lots of teams and the divisions seemed to be quite balanced. Unfortunately In the A division we only had 5 A teams, which meant that every 6th game an A team had to play a B team in an exhibition game. Next season we hope to be able to add some new teams to the A division in order to make scheduling a little easier.

Playoffs
This year the league maintained its divisions for playoffs.
